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Cognition

Concept: a group of related objects, ideas or events

· We often use concepts to compare or connect ideas, decide what is similar and not similar.
· Example: out of bats, penguins, and robins which one doesn’t belong? Why?
· Reasoning: Using information to draw conclusions
· There are three types of reasoning:
· 1) Deductive reasoning: arrive at a specific conclusion based on generalizations
· Example: Every sample you take from the box is red, therefore you assume that all the candy in the box is red/
· Example: 
· All fruits grow on trees.
· All apples are fruits.
· Therefore all apples grow on trees.
· 2)Inductive reasoning: Moves from specific facts to a general principle.
· Example: Using evidence from an experiment to form a hypothesis. 
· Using clues to solve a whodunnit mystery. 
· 3) Dialectal reasoning: Evaluate two opposing sides.
· Intelligence:  concept or construct that refers to acquire knowledge, to think and reason effectively, and to deal adaptively with the environment.
· Theorists disagree about theories of intelligence.  Various theories of intelligence include
· g factor: a general intelligence that spans all subject areas/
· multiple intelligences: Strength in various areas that include musical, interpersonal, intrapersonal, spatial, linguistic, logical mathematical, body-kinesthetic. 
· Emotional Intelligence: ability to read emotions and respond to them appropriately. 
· Intelligence Quotient (IQ)= (Mental Age/ Actual Age) x 100
