
Unit Three Culminating Activity

New Religious Movement WebQuest

DUE:  MONDAY, DECEMBER 10th
For this culminating activity, you will learn about a “New Religious Movement” and then share information with your classmates by creating an interactive WebQuest.  

	What is a WebQuest?

· A WebQuest is a project that allows you to research a topic and create a series of questions for another person to answer
· WebQuests are then exchanged so that you can learn about another person’s topic and they can learn about yours
What needs to be included?

· A catchy title and a short introduction (2 or 3 sentences)
· URL addresses and a series of questions about the topic
· Step-by-step instructions for navigating through the site to the page that contains the answer 



Part A - Create a “New Religious Movement” WebQuest (10 marks) 

· You must include a minimum of 12 questions
· You must have the person visit at least 2 websites
· You must give the person the URLs and instructions necessary to find the information
· ** You must submit a blank WebQuest as well as an “answer key” to be marked. **
The WebQuest should be set up to teach another student about the basics related to your cult.  Possible questions could include:

	· Who is the founder?
· Where is it located?
· How many members?
· Do they follow a sacred text?
· What are the overall beliefs?

	· What are the major rituals and festivals?
· Are there controversies surrounding the group?


Part B – Is it or is it not a Cult? (10 marks)

Create a short write up (400 words) about whether or not the New Religious Movement you have researched is a cult according to the definitions provided in this course.

Part C – Go on a Quest! (5 marks)

Once the assignments have been submitted, you will be assigned another person’s WebQuest.  You will learn about another New Religious Movement through these questions and, once you have completed it and handed it in, you will receive the final 20% of your mark.
